








ADORATION
WHAT TO DO
when you arrive...
If you arrive before the Eucharist has been exposed,
you should kneel when the priest brings the Body of
Christ from the tabernacle. Typically, a hymn will be
sung, and you may choose to kneel or sit.

If you arrive and the Eucharist is already exposed in

the monstrance on the altar, it is customary that you

would genuflect (on both knees if possible) and make

the sign of the cross. You may choose to kneel or sit —
depending on your comfort level. (to be continued)

If you’ve never been to adoration before, you can check it out at Holy Family eve-
ry weekday from 12 — 3pm and from 8am-Spm on first Fridays. Even if you can
only stay for a few moments, the time you spend with Jesus is always valuable.

You can also join in on the parish-wide 24 hours of adoration to celebrate the
100 anniversary of the apparition of Our Lady of Fatima begmnmg on October
13™ at 4pm and ending on October 14™ at 4pm. Hope you can join us!

The final part of the Eucharistic prayer is the doxology. I'll
be honest, I always used to think that meant “the end”.
Instead of just concluding our prayer, it serves a specific
function in the prayer, as all parts of our Mass do. Listen to
the words of the priest:

“ Through him, and with him, and in him, O God, almighty
Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory and honor
is yours, for ever and ever”

This part of the prayer is so important, that even if the rest
of the Eucharistic prayer is spoken, you will most likely
hear the priest sing these words. As he is reciting this, he
holds high the chalice (cup) and the paten (plate) which
contain the body and blood of Jesus.

In this, we express the glory of God and all the people
affirm this by their participation in the great Amen. We call
it the great amen, not because it’s often the only one we
sing in Mass, but because it is our yes to the entire
Eucharistic prayer.

This week when you’re at Mass, and it comes time to sing
the Amen, pray it with your whole heart and sing it with
your loudest voice!

Generally, the smaller the appliance, the more efficient it
is. Ex: water heating in a 900-watt microwave for 5
minutes uses about half the electricity as heating it on an
electric stove, and a slow cooker or toaster oven is more
efficient than a conventional oven.
