In response to the Presider’s invitation that we discussed
last week we together pray the Lord’s prayer. This is a
prayer that most of us learned by the age of 7, having been
faithfully taught by our parents and our teachers. We
know the words by heart, we have recited them at Mass
for many years, prayed them in the rosary, offered them in
penance and throughout our daily lives.
In the Mass, we recite these words, that Jesus taught us.
When we ask for our daily bread, we ask for the
Eucharistic bread. The life-giving salvation that comes
only from Jesus that and we hope to receive in this Mass
very soon. In addition, we pray that God would keep us
from sin, and purify us from our sin. This prayer, during
Mass, helps us recognize that what we are asking is that
we might become holy so that we could receive what is
Holy; Jesus.
Next time at Mass, when together we’re praying the
Lord’s Prayer, honestly present yourself to God.
Remember your sins, thank God for forgiving them, and
pray that he will keep you from any future sin. Together,
then, we will all pray that we may be found holy enough
to be worthy of receiving Christ in the Eucharist.
