Continued from last week....

After the Lord’s Prayer the Rite of Peace follows. The
Priest says these words, “Lord Jesus Christ, who said to
your Apostles: Peace | leave you, my peace I give you,
look not on our sins, but on the faith of your Church, and
graciously grant her peace and unity in accordance with
your will.” These words are where we show our hope for
unity and peace, for the whole Church, and for the whole
human family.

After this, the priest offers us peace, by saying “The peace
of the Lord be with you always.” We respond to him and
then we offer a sign of peace to each other. In this we
express our ecclesial communion and our mutual love
before receiving the Sacrament of the Eucharist. The
General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) does not
indicate what that sign of peace is to be, but that it be
established by the Conferences of Bishops, in accordance
with the customs and cultures of their people, here in the
US that is commonly a handshake.

The next time you’re at Mass and offering the sign of
peace, offer it with your whole heart, and do it to express
your desire to be one with all the Christian faithful.
